INFORMATION FOR PARENTS / CARERS






Pelham Primary School offers wrap around care for working parents and for pupils who would benefit from additional social interventions.
All parents have to pre book/pay for either Breakfast Club or After School Club online via the ParentMail App  https://pmx.parentmail.co.uk/ 
[bookmark: _Hlk158236821]Parents must complete the registration form and hand back to the school office. You will then be added to the system. You are then registered to book your places.  You can book up to 6 weeks in advance, up until midnight the night before, depending on availability. 
Bookings MUST NOT be made on the day unless it is agreed through SLT as an emergency booking. This is to prevent safeguarding issues which may arise where registers are not accurate and the Play Leader is not aware of those pupils due to attend every day.
Please note that bookings must be paid for at the time of booking. Parents and carers will be contacted for immediate collection of any pupil that arrives at the clubs without a booking confirmation or payment for that session.
Registration of Children
It is essential that the clubs are in possession of a completed and up to date registration form for each child with two contact numbers.
Cost: *Breakfast Club £ 4.00 per session   *After School Club £ 10.00 per session
*The full session fees apply regardless of arrival or time of leaving
A limited number of pre booked part time places are available for children @ £ 3.00 per session as follows:
Breakfast Club - arrival after 8.30am (no food) 
After School Club – departure before 4.00pm (no food).
All payments and attendances are monitored weekly with credit balances carried forward. Outstanding and late payments can result in immediate suspension and the place being permanently forfeited.
❖ Aims and Objectives
We are committed to ensuring that the provision offered is appropriate and of a high standard. Our Breakfast and After School Clubs are committed to providing an organised, stimulating and safe environment for children aged between 4 and 11 years old.
❖ The Breakfast club will offer a healthy breakfast and a range of stimulating and fun activities before the start of the school day:

	Board games and construction toys and outside activities including ball games & skipping

	Toasted crumpets or bagels with a choice of toppings i.e. jam, marmalade or marmite
	Arts and Crafts including special events and celebrations such as religious holidays & events i.e. Easter, Diwali & Chinese New year

	Cheese & tomato pizza
	Role play including dressing up, small world toys

Arrival and Departure
The Breakfast Club will be held in Otters Class. Children can arrive any time between 7.45 am and 8.30 am to the main school gate, where the doorbell should be rung so that the Play Leader can come and escort them into the club.  Breakfast will be served until 8.30 am each day. Children will be escorted out onto the playground or to their classes at the end of the session and supervised until handover to their teachers at the start of the school day.
The After School club will also be in Otters Class. Children will be taken directly from their class at the end of the school day and their attendance will be marked in the register. Parents/ Carers can collect their children at any time during the session but may be asked to wait until the child has finished their evening snack if it has already been served. All children will need to be signed out by the parent/ carer before leaving the school and should be collected from the main school gate, where they will need to ring the doorbell in order that the Play Leader can meet them at the gate where they should give their child’s name.  The Play Leader will then escort the child to meet their parent/carer. 
Children must be collected no later than 5.50 pm. Please be aware that after 30 mins uncollected children may be taken to or referred to the local Social Services team as a safeguarding issue.
Late collections will be monitored, recorded and incur an extra charge of £ 10.00 per child per session.
The Breakfast and After School Clubs are open each term day but not on inset days or during school closures.
Please note the After School Club is NOT open on the last day of each term as follows:

Thursday 13th February 2025
Friday 4th April 2025
Friday 23rd May 2025
Monday 21st July 2025
