	In Maths we will be building on our fraction knowledge, relating it to finding equivalent fractions, converting improper fractions to mixed numbers and converting mixed numbers to improper fractions. After this, we will continue our multiplication and division topic where will be focusing on multiplying up to 4-digit by 2-digit numbers and solving problems with multiplication.

	Science this term explores Earth and Space. Within this topic, children will be describing the movement of the Earth and other planets relative to the sun in the solar system, the movement of the moon relative to the Earth and the sun, Earth and moon as approximately spherical bodies.
