Topic Overview – “World War One”
Initially, children will be exposed to the “Why” behind World War One. Understanding what a war is, why it was important and why we still remember to this day. We dive deep into The Battle of the Somme - such an influential battle in WW1 where so many gave their lives to contribute towards the latter victory. Furthermore, children will be appreciating modern-day as they grow their understanding of what roles women and children had to play back in “Blighty” during the Great War.

	
	Super Start:  To prepare children for our WW1 topic, we will cover all the background knowledge needed before interacting with lesson content. We will be creating our own invisible message from a soldier to a fellow troop member and will create our own propaganda poster to convince civilians to join the war.
